A Deaconôs Reflection on Being a Deacon 
 
 A few weeks ago, I participated in a number of 
interviews for ordination as a Deacon in the United 
Methodist Church.  When Reverend Hurley 
announced during worship that it was confirmed at 
those interviews that I would be ordained this June, 
many of you asked me about what it is to be a deacon 
and how ordination changes things for me, since I am 
already a deacon.  A few words about this might help 
give explanation to these. 

The United Methodist Church has two orders 
of ministry for clergy: the elder, who directs the church 
as the pastor of the church, and the deacon, who 
serves in specialized areas of ministry in or outside of 
the church.  Elders are called to Word, Service, Order 
(preaching and overseeing the church), and 
Sacrament (presiding over Holy Communion and 
Baptism).  Deacons are called to Word (teaching and 
preaching) and Service (ministry to and with other 
persons).  Elders and deacons are both clergy 
persons who are called and ordained into their order.  
Neither order is ñaboveò the other, but the ministry of 
each order complements the other.   Both go to 
seminary, are commissioned, participate in at least 
three years of residency, and are ordained by the 
Bishop at the Annual Conference.  Deacons are not 
itinerant (moved by the conference to churches, as 
needed) as elders are but must find their own 
positions in their specialized area of ministry in the 
community or church.  In addition, deacons who work 
outside the church setting usually receive their salary 
through the organizations for which they work.  They 
may or may not be employed by a church, but they 
always have a secondary appointment to serve a 
church if they work outside of the church setting, but 
their level of involvement may be limited. 

As a deacon, my primary appointment is to 
Hamilton Center, a local counseling center in Spencer, 
Indiana where I provide mental health therapy to 
persons who need assistance with mental or 
emotional concerns. In my secondary appointment, 
which is to Fairview, I serve in the ways that connect 
the church to the needs of the world and people in the 
world to the ministries the church has to offer.  I help 
plan and lead worship with Pastor Hurley; teach or 
lead in various ministries, classes or groups; assist lay 
persons in finding their ministries or creating new 
ministries; and serve in whatever way my gifts match 
the needs of the congregation.  Because I am 
employed full time and receive my salary from 
Hamilton Center, my appointment to Fairview is  
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
somewhat limited as to time and access and I require 
no financial assistance from the church. 

I will be ordained a deacon this June, at 
Indianaôs Annual Conference in Muncie.  United 
Methodist deacons and elders are first commissioned, 
then participate in a three year residency program, 
and then are ordained to their respective orders.  I 
was commissioned as a Deacon in the Illinois Great 
Rivers Conference in June of 2006 and am about to 
complete my three year residency, the first year of 
which I served in Illinois and the last two of which I 
served here in Indiana.  The interviews I participated 
in this March were the culmination of quarterly retreats 
with other commissioned deacons and elders, 
numerous pages of written work on Disciplinary 
questions from the United Methodist Discipline, and 
three years of service as a provisional member of the 
annual conference.  All clergy persons participate in 
this residency for a minimum of three years after they 
attend seminary.  Prior to 1996, elders were first 
ordained as deacons, then elders. But, in 1996, the 
General Conference created a new order, the Order of 
Deacons which is very different from the present order 
of deacons. The new Order of Deacons came about 
because the United Methodist Church recognized that 
many persons are called to a lifetime of pastoral 
servant ministry, but not to the elderôs ministry of 
directing a church.   

You will likely not notice much difference in 
what I do or how I do it once I am ordained in the 
conference, because my role at Fairview will likely not 
change much.  However, there is a difference that is 
quite important.  Not only will I become a ñmember in 
full connectionò in the annual conference, but it is at 
ordination that I commit to a lifetime of servant ministry 
as a deacon and that the church grants me the 
authority to carry out the functions of a deacon without 
the supervision of the residency program.  However, 
as a member of the order of deacons, I will continue to 
be accountable to the order and the conference, as 
well as receive support and be in relationship with 
both.   

This month, I pray for my fellow ordinands and 
ask for your prayers for all of us, that you keep us all 
in your prayers as we move toward this important step 
in answering the calls which God has placed on our 
hearts.
