Pastor Hurley’s Lenten study on 
The Lord’s Prayer 

 
Do you remember the first time you heard the 

Lord’s Prayer?  I don’t.  Nor do I remember when I me-
morized it.  The memorizing was not a conscious effort; 
it was simply the process of hearing the words so many 
times that they became a part of me. 

This may lead to a problem in praying the Lord’s 
Prayer.  Because we say it so often, we are likely to re-
cite it with neither the mind nor the heart.  Jesus 
warned, “In your prayers do not go babbling on like the 
heathen, who imagine that the more they say the more 
likely they are to be heard” (Matthew 6:7, NEB).  It’s 
ironic, isn’t it, that the prayer Jesus gave us is probably 
the most frequent instrument for violating his warning. 

Over the six Sundays in Lent we will carefully con-
sider our Lord’s Prayer.  Each session will focus on a sin-
gle theme or phrase, leading us, I hope, to become 
more intentional in loving God with all our mind, soul, 
and strength.   

Classes will meet in the Victory Classroom 4 p.m. 
every Sunday March 1 through April 5.  There is no cost, 
but participants are expected to read a handout prior to 
each session.  Pick up the handout for Session One at 
the church office.

Sara Huntington, Outreach Director at Middle Way House 

was our mission speaker on Sunday, Feb. 22.  She shared the excit-

ing new expansion as the old Coca-Cola bottling plant is renovated.  

The re-model will be done with much attention to “green” technolo-

gy.  Solar panels on the roof will not only heat all of the hot water 

but will provide a portion of the energy for the building.  All mate-

rials hauled away as they tear down are being recycled, none taken 

to the land-fill.  A rooftop garden with a cistern system to collect 

rainwater for the garden will contribute to the green operation. 

The project includes an emergency shelter for abused 
women, offices, a day care, a kitchen for Middle Way’s FoodWorks 
business that will also serve as an incubator for women starting their 
own food service businesses, and affordable housing for women 
without children.

As of January 2009 he is appointed 

to serve in a ministry called Proyeto Salud y Paz (Project 

Health and Peace).  There are 2 health and dental clinics and 

2 more under construction and the Susanna Wesley Preschool 

has just opened. 

  Guatemala is the second poorest country in this he-

misphere.  Over 70% of the Mayan population have an income 

of less than $1.00 a day (about $360.00 a year).  40% of those 

over age 15 cannot read or write.  The median age is 18.9 

years.   The country is slowly recovering from civil war.  The 

United Methodist church is very active in helping with that re-

covery as well as beginning to provide training for local pastors 

in the UMC.  Pastor Heaton will work with the Project of Health 

and Peace and with the training of local pastors.   

 A donation is requested to defray the cost of food and 

more importantly to provide support for Pastor Heaton.
