A Deaconôs Reflection on 
Getting Things ñJust Rightò 

 
Ed and I have been working around our 

home recently, trying to finish some of the odds 
and ends that we seem to keep on our perpetual 
ñto doò list.  Weôve had a list since we moved 
here, nearly three years ago now, and the list 
keeps getting longer instead of shorter.  It seems 
that every time we do something and check it off 
our list, we recognize two or three other things 
that really should be done because once one 
thing is fixed, others problems are more 
noticeable.  It is never ending, of course, and I 
suspect that even if we got ñeverythingò done, 
weôd still find more to put on the list. 
 

This wouldnôt be so much of a problem, 
overall, if it was just about fixing things.  But Iôve 
noticed lately that we keep arranging our lives 
around getting those things done.  We have 
friends from Illinois who spend some time in 
Brown County, and we have yet to invite them to 
our ñnewò home.  Weôve also wanted to invite a 
couple of other friends over for dinner or just chat, 
but we keep saying that weôll invite them as soon 
as we finish this-or-that on our chore list and have 
the house ñpresentable.ò  Hereôs the catch: the 
house is presentable, it is just not perfect.  Iôm 
beginning to recognize that if I wait until the house 
is ñperfectò I may never get to do the things I 
really want to doéinvite these friends into our 
home and enjoy spending time with them.

I think we do that sometimes in our faith.  We set 
aside things like starting a Bible study or getting 
involved in a ministry until things have calmed 
down or things are ñjust rightò in our lives. But 
then, we miss out on some of the most important 
opportunities to grow.  
 

When our children were very young, a 
friend with children a little older than mine gave 
me a wall hanging that impacted me immensely.  I 
donôt remember the wording exactly, but I 
remember the sentiment because I adopted it:  It 
told guests in our home that I hoped they could 
excuse the dust on the tables and dishes in the 
sink because I was busy doing what was 
importantéplaying with my children and  
helping them to grow.  The dust and dishes, it 
said, could wait.  I had more important things to 
do. 
 

As members together in this congregation, 
we have opportunity to support one another to 
recognize this human tendency to try to get 
everything in our lives to be perfect before we do 
the important things in life, and it is important that 
we challenge one another to discern when this 
tendency gets in our way.  My prayer is that each 
of us can more fully center ourselves on what 
God calls us to do in our lives to deepen our faith 
and serve others more fully, leaving the less 
important things aside.

Introducing Equipped for Ministry 

 

Fairview United Methodist Church announces a new ministry, Equipped for Ministry, which is 

aimed at helping you know yourself and God in deep and powerful ways while growing in 

faithful living and ministry in our church and the world.  Three sessions of Equipped for Ministry 

are designed to help you discover and better understand your gifts, attitudes, beliefs, and 

behaviors that influence your ability to live as a Christian disciple and to lead within the 

community of faith. At the same time, the ministry will help our congregation develop effective 

ministries based on identity rather than on structure. 

 

¶ Session 1: Spiritual GiftsðYou will take a spiritual gifts inventory that describes 
twenty spiritual gifts and will help you differentiate and identify your gifts for living as a 
Christian disciple. If you have participated in the 3 Colors of Ministry spiritual gifts 
inventory, you may choose to attend this session and take the new inventory, or you 
can review your previous scores and see how those results fit in with this inventory. 

¶ Session 2: Leadership and Interaction StylesðYou will assess your behaviors style 
and how it relates to your gifts and leadership, as well as how stress affects the ways in 
which you interact with others. 

¶ Session 3: Spiritual Styles and Task Type PreferencesðYou will discover how you 
and others experience and approach God, as well as the kind of ministry setting in 
which you can thrive. 

 

The first series of sessions begin with Session 1 on Tuesday, September 22, 6:30ï8:30, in the 

church dining room. This quarterôs sessions will be monthly, on Tuesdays, as listed below.  In 

subsequent quarters, the day and time of the sessions may be different, in order to give all 

persons an opportunity to attend. You are invited to attend any one or all of the sessions, but 

you are encouraged to attend all three sessions during the same quarter, if possible. The 

sessions are related and will help you get to better know other members of the congregation 

and incorporate learning from one session into the others. After attending all three sessions, 

you will be invited to attend a follow-up session with one of the ministry leaders: Becky Alano, 

Brian Alano, Pastor Curt Hurley, Ed Pence, or Diane Pence. These interviews will be 

individualized and aimed at helping you connect to ministries and services that meet your gifts, 

styles, and preferences as understood in the three sessions.
